Pupils’ Information Sheet

You are work experience pupils on placement in the School Office at Seyster High School. Your classmates are also on work experience at a variety of locations in the community. 

There have been a number of arson attacks in the town of Seyster, many aimed at public buildings and schools in particular. Matters are being made worse by misleading hoax calls to the Emergency Services. 

Using a variety of resources including a continuous message stream, school records and the local town website, you must: 

· try and identify the person who is making hoax calls and setting the fires, 

· give what help they can to the Emergency Services.

The School Office is a busy place which receives a steady stream of calls and messages. Many of the pupils on work experience maintain contact with the School Office and give a picture of what is going on in the local community moment by moment.

The information available to you means that you can help identify who is making hoax calls and setting fires. 

The following should all provide useful information: 

· the stream of messages arriving at the School Office, 

· the map of Seyster, 

· the School's database, 

· the School's webpages, 

· the Seyster town website.
In your group you should have at least three people in the following roles:

Communicator
Investigator

Reporter
If you have more than three people then there will also be another Investigator.
Write down the names of those people in the spaces below.

i. Log-on to the Digicom where you will be able to read messages as they come in from the webmail.

ii. Use the School Records link to search for information on the school database.

iii. Visit the Seyster town website for useful community information.

iv. Keep a record of important pieces of information.

v. Be ready at the end of the activity to present your ideas on what has been going on in the community and who you think is responsible for the crimes.
