During Dilemma: Dare You? you will need to interrogate the School Database and School Register.

Click on the School Records link on your Digicom – and choose database or register.

Decide what information you are looking for:

For example, you may wish to read the report of a particular pupil at the school.

Go to the NAME field and type in the name of the pupil.

Scroll down the screen to then decide what information you need in the report (the name will appear automatically), in this case you might also want the class and the report.

Click in the box next to class and report and a tick will appear.

When you are ready click ‘Search’.

If you wish to print out a page of records, click ‘File’ – ‘Print’ – ‘OK’ as usual.
