ADDRESS

Children can get this information from early messages.

HOME SITUATION

(Who the person lives with and what their home life is usually like)

Wayne lives with his Dad, who is often out at work and so Wayne is home alone.

Sharon is currently missing her Dad who is in France.

This information may help pupils to look deeper into why the children have gone missing, also may be useful for PSHE discussion after the message stream.
DESCRIPTION 

(What was the person was wearing, what he/she had with them, what he/she looked like)

Detail in message stream.

This will help pupils to pick up important clues and remember them later in the message stream

ANY OTHER IMPORTANT INFORMATION 

(Reasons for the person going missing, information from friends and family, any clues as to their whereabouts).

A general section for children to jot down information they think is appropriate. It can help link clues together and keep thinking clear.


REPORTED INCIDENT/SIGHTINGS LOG

As the messages are received, children need to collate important pieces of information.  Some of the information is relevant and some is not.  Of course this is not obvious until more facts are given in the message stream.  Children should try to keep a log of what they feel is important.  If possible, photocopy an A3 version of this form and place a copy on a wall or board near to each group.  This should be the group’s master copy.  Here they should try to list events in chronological order (so it will be done in pencil and rewritten as information comes in)

WHICH WAY HAVE THE MISSING PERSONS GONE?

Pupils should write down the route the children may have taken, including road names.  More advanced pupils may note sightings of the children and the times of the sightings.
WHAT MIGHT HAVE HAPPENED?

Pupils should write down their thoughts on what has happened.  Often at the beginning of the message stream, the tramp is seen as important and some pupils may say the children have been kidnapped.  Try to encourage pupils to explain their reasoning.

WHY DID THE MISSING PERSONS NOT GO TO SCHOOL?

Clues for this are fed through the entire message stream.  The first few notes here may be guesses, but later ones should relate to the clues given.

WHERE DO YOU THINK THE MISSING PERSONS MIGHT BE?

Again pupils should be encouraged to also explain why they think the children are in a particular place.
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
