Extensions to Dilemma: Dare you?
Leanne’s visit

Leanne comes to see you first thing the next day.  Choose one of the following ways to share with your class what you think happened at that meeting.

1)
A role-play.  Show Leanne and the Head of Y9.  If you wish include Mrs Field, Mr Johnson or any other of the characters from the activity.

2)
A transcript of the meeting.  Take notes or transcribe the meeting between Leanne and Head of Y9.  

3)
A letter.  From Leanne to her Head of Y9.  She will explain what was going on and why she was missing for so long.

4)
A letter.
From Head of Y9 to the Welfare Officer to explain what was going on for Leanne, why she was missing for so long and how you are going to try prevent Leanne from being taken into care and rectify the situation.

In your response to any of the following remember to include important characters from the activity, think carefully about what is going to happen next.  What should the Head of Y9 do?  What should Leanne do?  What about Mrs Field, Mr Johnson and Mrs Groves?

As a group decide how you are going to respond and spend 30 minutes working together to present your information to the class.

Assembly 
As the Head of Y9 you have recently learnt disturbing information about the activities of pupils both in and out of school (including assaults in the town centre, ‘drug’ selling and under-age drinking).

Draft an assembly on any of the topics from the activity.  These might include:

Truancy

Drugs use/misuse
Visiting nightclubs

People to be wary of (young girls and older men)

Relationships

Letting people know where you are

See if you can think of any more issues you think should be talked about.

Your assembly should last at least 5 minutes.  Remember you are trying to relate to pupils throughout the school.  Some pupils will have no experience of the issue, some pupils will know all about it and possibly be part of the problem in the school.

The following points may help you to draft your assembly.

Report
You, together with your partner are going to write a report for a pupil. In the report you must be honest and truthful at all times. You must also express everything you write in a positive way.

The pupil you have to write about is called Terry Jeykll. He is in Year 8 and you are his form or house tutor. These are the facts you have to write about in Terry’s report:

· He is late about four times a week;

· He does not bring notes to cover his frequent absences;

· You receive complaints from other teachers that he does not do homework;

· Other pupils complain that he takes their pens etc because he never brings his own;

· He does not have any friends;

· He does not take part in any school activities and never brings PE kit.


Whose fault is it?
Read the task with your partner.

Look at the scenarios outlined below. Try matching each scenario with one of the people or agencies that are in the list that follows. You can only use a person or agency once.

1. A shop owner is fined £50 for selling cigarettes to a ten year old.

2. A school pupil receives a detention from her teacher for not doing her homework.

3. Social Services receive a telephone call about a baby who can be heard crying night and day. On investigation they find a 10-month-old baby his 16-year-old cousin is looking after the boy. The baby’s mother has gone on holiday for a fortnight. The baby is taken into care.

A homeowner takes his neighbour to court because the neighbour has cut all the branches off one side of one of the homeowner’s trees. The homeowner says the tree will have to come down now because it looks lopsided.  The neighbour says it is because the tree overhangs his driveway and the starlings that roost in the tree overnight make a mess of his car.

A 13-year-old passenger in a stolen car dies when the car crashes into a wall on a tight bend. His 16 year old friend who had stolen the car was driving. The car was travelling at 60 mph as the driver was trying to get away from police who were pursuing them.

Drugs use and misuse

You are about to implement a new anti-drugs campaign in school.  First of all you must decide how the campaign will work.  (If possible use the anti-drugs material already available to you in school.  Your teacher might be able to let you use your school drugs education policy as a starting point).

What are drugs?  Can you classify drugs or sort them in different ways?  Are some drugs more socially acceptable than others?  How does a person know if they are using a drug that is illegal and/or harmful?

Design a questionnaire to help pupils in school decide whether the drug they wish/need to use is acceptable or not.

What about misuse of drugs?  What is a person feels that they know someone who is abusing drugs?  What can they do?  Who can they talk to?  What advice can you give them on how to behave and what steps to take to help their friend?  Or is someone wishes to help themselves?

(You may wish to include some research in available agencies using web links, phone numbers, charitable organisations etc.  Also include the steps that your teachers would recommend you take within school, i.e. which adults can you approach – if you told a teacher how would they react and who else would they have to inform?)

Where does drugs misuse happen?  Think about likely ‘trouble spots’ or situations that might lead to drugs misuse.

How will you advertise your anti-bullying campaign?  What will it be called?  Will you include Internet or telephone facilities like a help desk or hot line?

As part of your campaign you must produce:

i) A questionnaire (or other appropriate device) to help pupils identify what drugs misuse is.

ii) An outline of how your campaign can support those who think they have a problem misusing drugs, including advice on what to do (this might come in the form of a poster or helpful leaflet)

iii) An outline of how your campaign can support those who are witnessing misuse of drugs and what you would expect the responsible student to do in these circumstances (perhaps a cartoon strip or role play would be a good demonstration).

Any other materials to support the advertisement and promotion of your campaign, a website (or design of a website), logo, catchy title (theme tune?) etc
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
