· Read every message aloud to the rest of your group.  

· It is your job to make sure all team members have heard every message.

· Look after the map and help other team members to work with it.

· Use the Keeping Track sheet to write down clues and important information.

· Complete the Case Summary Sheet when it is asked for.

· Complete any written information when required.

· Complete the Final Report Sheet.

· Interrogate the School Records for information and clues.

· Visit the Seyster town website.
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
